Tue 2 Jan Hanoi Arrive in Hanoi and meet for dinner at the hotel for a workshop on cultural literacy 
– a great preparation for learning more about Vietnam/Cambodia and how the 
experience might be used professionally.

Hanoi Explore the busy streets of Hanoi. Visit the variously themed streets that Hanoi is 
famous for. Meet with your teaching partner for preparations for your school 
experience.   
Breakfast and dinner provided. 

Thu 4 Jan Hanoi Day 1 of teaching (half day). Begin your first morning of teaching in a Vietnamese 
school. Enjoy working with the children and the learning experience you will both 
have! An afternoon briefing at the Australian Embassy will help provide an 
overview of education in Vietnam and Australia-Vietnam relations. Finish the day 
with a cooking lesson on traditional Vietnamese dishes and dine with a 
Vietnamese family. 
Breakfast, lunch and dinner provided. 

Fri 5 Jan Hanoi Day 2 of teaching (half day). Finish your second day of teaching with a visit to the 
Temple of Literature, Vietnam’s first University and Craftlink traditional handicraft 
shop. Dine at groovy KOTO, an innovative training restaurant for disadvantaged 
youth teaching hospitality and life skills. 
Breakfast, lunch and dinner provided. 

Sat 6 Jan Hanoi Day 3 of teaching (half day). Visit the Museum of Ethnology in the afternoon to 
learn about the culturally diversity of Vietnam. Enjoy a free evening to try one of 
Hanoi’s many culinary delights. 
Breakfast and lunch provided. 

Sun 7 Jan Hanoi Travel east of Hanoi to the Gulf of Tonkin to enjoy a day of cruising Vietnam’s 
most amazing natural wonder and World Heritage Site, Halong Bay. Return to 
Hanoi in the evening. 
Breakfast, lunch and dinner provided.

Hanoi Free time for curriculum development.  Options include a visit to a contemporary 
art gallery, Ho Chi Minh’s tomb, a Buddhist temple, a silk village or walking tour of 
Bach Ma.

Travel to Hoi An one of Vietnam’s most beautiful historic towns. Spend the 
afternoon learning about this ancient town through a guided city tour.

Have early breakfast before transferring to Danang airport for the one hour flight 
to Ho Chi Minh City. Free time for curriculum development before a visit to the 
former presidential palace, Thein Hau pagoda and the War Remnants Museum.

Enjoy a visit to the Mekong Delta, one of south-east Asia’s largest delta regions. 
Have lunch on the delta before returning to Ho Chi Minh City for dinner.

After breakfast, travel to the Cu Chi tunnels, the tunnel network used by the Viet 
Cong during the Vietnam war. Enjoy a free afternoon for curriculum development.

Cathedral. Finish your Vietnam experience with a farewell dinner of local cuisine.

Visit Angkor-Thom, the monumental temples of Bayon, Baphuon and 
Phimeanaka mountain, Terrace of the Elephant, Terrace of the Leper King and 
Ta Prohm Temple. In the afternoon, visit the 7th Heritage Wonder of the Angkor 
Wat Temple.

Early morning visit to sunrise at Angkor Wat. Return to hotel for breakfast. Visit 
Banteay rey, and beautiful Banteay Samre. After lunch continue to visit the 
temples of Thommanon, Chaosay-tevada, Srasong, Kravann and Pre Rup.

Enjoy an afternoon tour of the city, the majestic Royal Palace and the 
Silver Pagoda. Enjoy an evening stroll along the Phnom Penh waterfront.
